The Club colours are Gold and Blue

Anyone who wishes to join-the Club should complete an application form and submit this with the
membership fee (which is set at the AGM). The application is then proposed to the Committee by
the Membership Secretary. If two-thirds of the Committee agree, the application is accepted. If the
application is rejected, the membership fee is returned.

A new member must take out third party insurance to indemnify the Club against any claims made
against it or its- members. Insurance may be taken out from the Club's current insurer, or an insurer
of the new member’s choice.

If the applicant wishes to join the Club as a first claim member, they must resign first claim
membership of any other cycling club.

If the applicant is not an active cyclist, or wishes to remain as a first claim member of another
cycling club, they may join as a second claim member.

Second claim members are not eligible to vote at any Club meeting or to compete in any of the
Club championships.

Any member may take part in any Club competition, but only first claim members are eligible to
compete for the Club’s trophy in that competition.

Trophy winners at the annual Club prize presentation must. not have resigned from full
membership at the time of the presentation.

Application is open to anybody aged 18 or above who agrees to the above conditions.

Life Membership, which is honorary, may be awarded at the unanimous discretion of the full Club
Committee. Life members have the same status as first claim members.

Membership runs from 1st October until 30th September the following year. New members

joining after 30th June are entitled to all privileges of full membership up to 30th September in the
following year, as soon as they pay the membership fee and take out suitable third party insurance.
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Prospective members may take part in up to three organised Club rides as a guest, insured by the
Club's third party insurance policy. If they wish to continue riding with the Club they must join as
a first or second claim member — see Rules 2 to 5.

Any member not paying their subscription within three months after 1st October in each year is
deemed to have resigned.

Any member who wishes to resign from the Club must notify the Membership Secretary in writing
within 14 days of the date of resignation. Any of the Club’s property (trophies, stationery etc.)
should be returned immediately to the Membership Secretary.

The Membership Secretary will forward a membership renewal form to all members at their last
known address within one month of the start of each new membership year.

A copy of the rules of the Club is made available to all members.

All first claim members may vote at the AGM and stand for election to any office of the Club.
All first claim members are eligible to compete for Club trophies.

The President is entitled to chair any Club functions at which they are present.

All members are eligible to take part in any of the Club’s activities organised for the benefit of
members.

The Club is managed by a Committee consisting of the Club officials and two Committee
members elected at the Annual General Meeting. The Club officials are:

*  Chairman;

*  Vice Chairman;

* Honorary Secretary;

» Treasurer;

*  Membership Secretary;

»  Other secretaries (Racing, Social, Press etc) as the activities of the Club may require.
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The Committee meets on the third Monday of every third month, five to form a quorum. Any
member of the Committee absent from three consecutive meetings without giving a reasonable
explanation and leave of absence is deemed to have resigned from the Committee. The Committee
will then fill the vacancy.

Items for the agenda of any General Meeting must reach the Secretary at least 14 days before the
meeting.

The Annual General Meeting is held-in October. At least 14 days’ notice of the AGM is sent to the
members, enclosing draft copies of the Accounts and an agenda.

The purpose of the AGM is:

e To receive Annual Reports;

e To receive a Balance Sheet and a Statement of Accounts;

e To elect Club Officials and the Management Committee for the coming year;

e To transact any other business on the agenda.

e A final balance sheet should be submitted for approval at the first Committee meeting
following the AGM.

24.a.  Where more than one candidate is proposed for office, the result must be determined by
ballot.

24.b.  Absent members may be elected to a Committee position if agreed by the members
present and with the consent of the absent member.

24.c.  The period of office of all officials is until the next Annual General Meeting.
24.d.  Decisions reached may only be reversed or altered at subsequent General Meetings.

The Secretary will complete minutes of meetings within 14 days of the meeting. Any member may
inspect the minutes of a General Meeting if they give seven days’ notice to the Secretary.

A Special General Meeting may be called by the Committee or by the Secretary, upon receipt of a
request signed by five members, subject to at least 14 days’ notice. A copy of the meeting agenda
should be given to the members at least seven days before the meeting.

The Chairman is entitled to a casting vote at any General Meeting.
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All money received by Club Officials and/or event organisers must be promptly transferred to the
Treasurer, after deduction of expenses, together with an itemised balance sheet.

The Treasurer may make full use of the Club deposit account. Cheques drawn on the account must
be signed by the Treasurer and one other person authorised by the Committee.

Account books are kept detailing all income and expenditure. The Treasurer submits a Balance
Sheet to the Annual General Meeting.

The Club's financial year begins on-1st October ‘and ends on 30th September the following year,
after which the Treasurer prepares the Balance Sheet and subsidiary accounts.

No individual, whether a member of the Club or not, will make private gain or profit from the
Club and its activities. Reasonable expenses are allowed as agreed by the Committee to cover
activities undertaken by Club members on behalf of the Club.

No member should submit material to the Club's website, forum or for publication by any means,
which does not acknowledge or have the permission of the copyright owner.

No member should set up a website, forum, blog or publication by any means using the name of
the Club or a domain name (URL) referring to Leek Cyclists' Club without the permission of the
Committee. If the member owns a domain name (URL) referring to Leek Cyclists' Club they
should not refuse, if asked, to transfer the-domain name to the Club for a reasonable amount not
exceeding the market value of the domain name.
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Members are liable to disciplinary action for conduct prejudicial to the interests of the Club, its
Sponsor(s) and/or the sport. In serious cases, the Committee may suspend or expel members from
the Club. The member has the right to appeal any decision made by the Committee and ask the
membership to vote on it. An appeal to the Committee must be made in writing within 14 days.

Any member who is banned by any sporting organisation for the use of illegal or banned
substances in any competitive event will automatically be barred from membership of the Club.
They may only reapply for membership after the ban has finished.

Any member who is found guilty-in a criminal court of supplying or using banned substances
under the Misuse of Drugs Act will automatically be barred from membership of the Club for life.

. The General Secretary and Treasurer, with the assistance of other Officials, will strive to maintain

an inventory of all Club assets, showing their current locations.

If the Club is dissolved, any money in its bank account will be passed to a similar local
organisation, after deducting the costs of dissolving the Club. Any Club trophies and archive
material will be passed to the local Council or sporting body.

No alteration in, or addition to, these Rules may be made without the consent of at least two-thirds
of the members present at the Annual General Meeting (or Special General Meeting called for the
purpose). Notice of any amendment should be circulated to the members 14 days before the
meeting, together with a copy of the agenda and a copy of the alteration or addition proposed.

The Management Committee will resolve queries arising- from the interpretation of the
Constitution, Club Rules and other matters. Matters of conflict must receive a hearing at a General
Meeting.

Any matter not listed in these Rules shall be dealt with by the Committee, whose decision is final.
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
